Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Drama 90009. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.   

Context/setting

The activity requires the student to perform an acting role in a scripted fairy tale. The chosen script must have character roles for all the students in the class. If one fairy tale does not provide the necessary scope, split the students between two (or more) fairy tales.

The scripting process is not part of this assessment, so if you decide to use an unscripted tale, you will need to allow the students additional time to develop the script.

The teacher should direct the production.
Conditions

The task is suitable for assessment towards the end-of-year, after drama techniques, drama elements and conventions, and drama theatre/forms have been taught. It is suggested that you allocate six to eight weeks for preparations, rehearsals, and performance.

Choose a script that gives each student a role or roles that give scope for development through the rehearsal process. If the script has a narrator, the person who takes this role should also have another role in which they interact with the other characters. For a class of thirty students, it is suggested the overall length of the production be approximately fifty minutes.

The students need to be aware that, in terms of the requirements of the standard, their attitude and contribution during the rehearsal period is as important as their performance in the final production. 

As director, you are responsible for the overall production concept and for providing a rehearsal schedule that includes deadlines for learning lines and dates and times for the technical rehearsal, dress rehearsal, and performance.

The students are expected to learn their lines out of class and may also be required to collect together props, costumes, and sound or music.

Arrange for a suitable audience in discussion with your students. It could be another class, parents and friends, another school group, or a community group.

The standard requires that students support their performance with an annotated script and a statement of intention. A playbook (a 1B5 or similar) is useful for this purpose. Students should paste their scripts into the book with a blank page facing each page of script. They can use these blank pages for notes on action, role, costume and other production requirements, decisions, or reflections. 

For assessment purposes, you need be aware of each student’s involvement and contribution during the pre-production phase. It is recommended that you:

· keep a roll for every rehearsal and deadline
· keep a notebook in which you record and date notes relevant to the group and the work and contribution of individual students. Very brief notes are all that is required.

Resource requirements

· Scripts plus performance rights (Playmarket [www.playmarket.org.nz] will give you rights to copy parts of New Zealand play scripts for assessment purposes).

· The following may be required: CD/tape recorder, costumes, props, luminaires, materials for a set, make-up, music, sound.

Student instructions

Introduction

This assessment task requires you to perform an acting role in a fairy tale in front of a live audience. The script will be provided, and the production will be directed by your teacher.

You will be given a schedule of rehearsals and deadlines. Reheasals and other preparations will take place during in-class and out-of-class time over a period of about eight weeks.

You will be assessed on on the effectiveness with which you sustain your role in performance – and on your active, willing participation in the preparation and rehearsal process. 

Although the production is a group effort, you will be assessed individually.

The production will be filmed for the purposes of assessment and moderation.

Task

Preparation

Along with the other members of the class, you will be assigned a role in the selected fairy tale. Your teacher-director will discuss the overall concept for the production, including, for example, whether you will present the tale in a traditional or contemporary setting. They will also give you a rehearsal schedule and various deadlines. It is recommended that you keep relevant dates and deadlines in an exercise book (“playbook”), together the script and your statement of intention.
Staging the script

Your teacher will walk you through the fairy tale scene by scene, and will discuss with you the best way to stage it.

As you go through this process, notice what your character is doing in each scene and why, how they are feeling and why, and how they interact with the other characters. 

Start practising how you will show this character – how they will stand, move and speak, and use the space on the stage.
As decisions are made about your character and role, stage directions and drama techniques, annotate your script to remind you of these decisions.
All members of the class will need to work co-operatively to achieve a high standard of performance. 

Developing your character

As you rehearse, develop your character further by considering: 

· what motivates her/him

· how you will present the character to your audience 

· how your personal performance can best contribute to the overall production concept.
Make sure that you meet the deadline for learning lines, as you cannot fully develop your character and performance until you know your lines.
As further decisions are made about your character and role, continue to annotate your script. Also, make a first draft of your statement of intention. This statement will consist of:

· explanation of the elements of time, place, situation and action 
· an interpretation of the role and how this will be acted 
· comments on character interaction.

Final rehearsals

In the last week you will take part in full rehearsals where the scenes are put together in order and any necessary links rehearsed. 

You will need to attend complete run-throughs, technical rehearsals, and a dress rehearsal.

Performance

Act out your role in an appropriate and believable manner as agreed in the rehearsals, doing everything you can to make the live performance a success.

Supporting evidence

By the due date, finalise and hand in your annotated script and statement of intention. This supporting material may be presented in oral, electronic, or paper-based formats.

· provides a statement of intention, in oral or written form, which includes:

· explanation of time, place, situation and action

· an interpretation of the role and how this will be acted

· comments on character interaction.

For example:

The student playing Ashputtel in the fairy tale Cinderella is able to sustain the role and show loss and sadness when she plants a tree on her mother’s grave. The student playing the younger sister shows control and purpose in the role to portray her reaction to the stepmother’s proposition to cut off her toes in order to fit the slipper given by the prince. She competently conveys that she is hesitant and horrified, but determined and compliant with her mother’s command.

The performance is credible as the actor shows horror and disgust at the command, but sweetness and exaggerated charm to the prince.

The student sustained the role competently and credibly.
	The student performs an acting role effectively in a scripted production. This means that the student: 

· attends most rehearsals
· learns their lines by due dates
· shows willingness to accept direction

· cooperates with the group to enable the production to be realised 

· uses voice, body language, movement, and space, to convincingly communicate a role that is consistent with their statement of intention and the production decisions agreed between director and students
· sustains a role with competence, control, sense of purpose, and assurance; captures the essence of the dramatic context with impact 

· provides an annotated script, which includes: 

· stage directions 

· drama techniques used

· provides a statement of intention, in oral or written form, which includes:

· explanation of time, place, situation and action

· an interpretation of the role and how this will be acted

· comments on character interaction.

For example:

The student playing Ashputtel in the fairy tale Cinderella is able to sustain the role and show a deep and moving sense of loss and grief when she plants a tree on her mother’s grave. The student playing the younger sister shows a convincing reaction to the stepmother’s proposition to cut off her toes in order to fit the slipper given by the prince. She plays the role with assurance to convey that she is hesitant and horrified, but determined and compliant with her mother’s command.

The performance captures the essence of the fairy tale as the actor creates a sense of apprehension and nervous tension in the audience as they feel the full impact of this shocking ending to a fairy tale.

The student sustained the role convincingly and with assurance.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
