Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Design and Visual Communication 91067. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to develop a portfolio of design ideas for a postcard that are effectively informed by the work of an influential designer. A portfolio is an organised collection of evidence in the form of visual diaries, models, photographs, digital media, display boards, booklets, or installations that communicate the student’s relevant knowledge, understanding, and skills.

Students will focus on the design considerations specifically associated with media design and its selected context, along with relevant design principles and their elements. 

In completing this activity, the students will develop design ideas informed by the work of an influential designer. Students will use drawings and notes to generate, test and refine their ideas. 
Students will:

· choose an influential architect and analyse examples of their work, recognising the aesthetic and/or functional characteristics of the designer’s work, 
· explore and refine their ideas, integrating aesthetic and functional characteristics of works by the influential architect/designer, in ways that are meaningful to the design context

· communicate their design inspired postcard. 

Conditions
This activity will take place over five weeks of in- and out-of-class time. 

Students will complete the work individually.

Resource requirements

Students need access to design books and the Internet to research their chosen architect. 

Students may need access to computer applications such as Adobe Photoshop, InDesign or CorelDraw as they develop their designs. This will depend on the form they choose for their portfolio.
Additional information

While this assessment activity is primarily focused on AS91067, some of the learning can support the preparation of evidence for the assessment of AS91063 Produce freehand sketches that communicate design ideas. 

The design context of this activity could also be integrated with an assessment activity for assessment of AS91068 Undertake development of design ideas through graphics practice.

If you decide on either of these strategies, you will need to adapt the activity and add instructions that focus on these aspects.

Student instructions 

Introduction

This activity requires you to develop design ideas for a postcard that have been effectively informed by the work of an influential designer. 

You will present your ideas as a portfolio.

You will work individually to complete this work.

You will have five weeks of in- and out-of-class time to complete the work.

You will be assessed on how well you are able to use the work of an influential designer to inform your own design ideas.

Task
Design brief

Design an innovative postcard.

Your postcard is to accompany an exhibition that celebrates the work of twentieth century architects. The exhibition is being held at your city art gallery and is called “Architects over Time”. 

Architects included in the exhibition are Frank Lloyd Wright, Mies van der Rohe, Frank Gehry, Santiago Calatrava, Daniel Libeskind, Tadao Ando, and Norman Foster. 

Choose the work of one of these architects to inform your design ideas.

Design your postcard in one of the following Post Office approved sizes: 

· 150 mm x 210 mm 

· 110 mm x 170 mm.
Use typography and images to create an effective layout that is inspired by the design qualities of your selected architect.
Include on the reverse side, space for: 

· an address

· a postage stamp

· the name of the exhibition

· some concise information about your selected architect.

Generate initial ideas

Show examples of the architect’s work, using detailed sketches and/or photographs that recognise the aesthetic and/or functional characteristics that are typical of his work. 

Support the images with notes as you analyse the features. Consider the aesthetic and functional features of each work.

Using the architect’s work, produce a variety of ideas for your postcard design. 
Communicate your ideas using design sketches (e.g. thumbnail techniques, collage, and suitable media) and/or digital media. 

Use notes to explain how your ideas relate to the architect’s work.

Develop your ideas

Explore and refine your initial ideas further. 

Experiment with different images and media and typographical style. 

Explore layout and composition through the use of negative space, visual elements (shape, textures, colour, line), and proportions. 

Present your own design ideas in a series of visuals, design sketches and digital media. 

Support your ideas with notes, and organise them to show your thinking process. 

In your design ideas, show how you have integrated the aesthetic and functional characteristics of the architect’s work that are meaningful to the context of postcards.
Add your refined ideas to your portfolio, immediately after your initial ideas.

Develop your final design

Communicate your developed postcard design and present it as a portfolio of design ideas, such as: a visual diary, models, photographs, digital media, display boards, booklets or installations.

Your ideas do not need to be developed to a resolved final outcome. Your portfolio can just show that your selected architect’s work has effectively informed your own ideas and thinking.

Show that you have integrated the aesthetic and functional qualities of the designer’s work into your own ideas, so that they are clearly evident in your designs in ways that are meaningful to the design context.
