Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Design and Visual Communication 91067. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to produce a portfolio that makes use of graphics practice to produce design ideas for a coffee table for their home, that are effectively informed by the work of an influential designer. A portfolio is an organised collection of evidence in the form of visual diaries, models, photographs, digital media, display boards, booklets, or installations that communicate the student’s relevant knowledge, understanding, and skills.

You can adapt this activity to require your students to develop design ideas for a different product or piece of furniture. 

In compiling their portfolios, the students will develop design ideas informed by the work of an influential designer. Students will use drawings and notes to generate, test and refine their ideas. 
Students will:

· choose an influential architect and analyse examples of their work, recognising the aesthetic and/or functional characteristics of the designer’s work, 
· explore and refine their ideas, integrating aesthetic and functional characteristics of works by the influential architect/designer, in ways that are meaningful to the design context
· communicate their design inspired coffee table. 

Conditions

This activity will take place over five weeks of in- and out-of-class time. 

Students will complete the work individually.

Resource requirements

Students need to have access to design books and the Internet.

Additional information

While this assessment activity is primarily focused on AS91067, some of the learning can support the preparation of evidence for the assessment of AS91063 Produce freehand sketches that communicate design ideas. 

The design context of this activity could also be integrated with an assessment activity for assessment of AS91068 Undertake development of design ideas through graphics practice.

If you decide on either of these strategies, you will need to adapt the activity and add instructions that focus on these aspects.

Student instructions 

Introduction

This activity requires you to produce a portfolio of design ideas for a coffee table for your home, which is effectively informed by the work of an influential designer.

Teacher note: Adapt this instruction to suit the item for which you ask your students to develop design ideas.

Your portfolio will show drawings and notes you make as you develop, test and refined your ideas. It could include visual diaries, sketches, drawings, models, photographs, digital media, display boards, or installations. 

You will work individually to complete this work.

You will have five weeks of in- and out-of-class time to complete the work.

You will be assessed on how well you are able to use the work of an influential designer to inform your own design ideas.

Task

This task involves several stages. Complete all stages. Your teacher will give you a specific design brief.
Teacher note: Adapt this activity to suit the item you select for your students. Provide your students with a specific brief. The brief could include such aspects as: size, construction, purpose, and how it will fit into a specific environment.

Research

Choose one of the following designers. Ask with your teacher if you wish to choose a different designer:

· Ron Arad (1951–)

· Charles (1907–1978) and Ray (1912–1988) Eames

· Frank Gehry (1929–)

· Zaha Hadid (1950–)

· Isamu Noguchi (1904–1988)

· Karim Rashid (1960–)

· Philippe Starck (1949–)

· David Trubridge (1951–)

· Mies van der Rohe (1886–1969)

Find examples of the designer’s work so that you can recognise the distinctive functional and/or aesthetic features of their work. 

Use drawings and/or photographs or any other chosen media to illustrate and explain the chosen features. 

Include notes that evaluate the examples. 

Show aspects of the distinctive aesthetics and/or functional elements in the examples. 

Generate ideas

Produce different design ideas for a coffee table that are based on the aesthetic and functional features of the designer’s work. 

Use sketches and/or mock-ups to show your ideas. These drawings and/or mock-ups are not meant to be refined ideas but simply starting points. 

Use brief notes to explain how your ideas relate to the designer’s work. 

Complete the portfolio with your final ideas 

Develop and refine your ideas with final rendered sketches, showing how your coffee table relates to your chosen designer’s work. 

Ensure that your ideas for the coffee table meet the requirements of the brief (its size, construction, purpose, and how it will fit into your home environment).

Your ideas do not need to be fully developed to a final outcome. Your portfolio just needs to show that your selected designer’s work has effectively informed your own ideas and thinking. 

Include all of your work in the final portfolio you submit for assessment, including your analysis of aesthetic and functional features of your designer’s work.

Student Resource A: Further guidance

Research

Answer these questions as you analyse the examples:

· What design elements are in the examples? 

· How are these design elements used?

· How has the context (cultural, historical, societal, or technological) affected how the designer has used these elements?

Final Portfolio

Include your analysis of the chosen designer’s work (i.e. your recognition of the functional and/or aesthetic characteristics of the designer’s work), your initial design ideas, and your developed ideas. 

Present your design ideas in the form of design sketches and/or photographed mock-ups, supported by notes and organised in a way that shows how your thinking has progressed.

In your design ideas, show how you have integrated the aesthetic and functional characteristics of the architect’s work that are meaningful to the context of a coffee table.
Aesthetic elements relate to appearance. Functional elements relate to use.

‘Meaningful way’ could be seen as aesthetic elements are effectively combined with a good choice of viable assembly detail.
