Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard 91024. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting
This assessment activity requires students to demonstrate understanding of social relationships in the classical world. 

To demonstrate perceptive understanding means to show insight into the social relationships and will include an understanding of a wider cultural context. What insight means and what it looks like will vary, depending on the context of the assessment activity. Features of insight may include, for example:

· providing and giving reasons for similarities and differences 
· explaining origins and outcomes
· explaining themes and patterns
· explaining cultural expectations and codes of behaviour
· explaining limitations of sources of evidence.
Students need to support their response to the activity with primary source evidence that relates specifically to the context. While not a requirement of the standard at any level of achievement, the use of secondary source material to support the points made is strongly encouraged. This may allow students to demonstrate perceptive understanding of social relationships in the classical world.

This assessment activity uses the context of the relationship between Zeus and the Olympians. However, the assessment activity can be modified to suit a different context. You could negotiate the context with your students, or allow them to choose their own. Examples of other possible contexts include: 

· the paterfamilias and the Roman family
· the Greek kyrios and his oikos
· the generals and his officers and units within the Roman army
· the patronus and his cliens.
Conditions

Students can present their response in a medium of their choice. Give students the opportunity to communicate their understanding in a format that suits their individual learning style, for example, a PowerPoint presentation, a brochure, a newspaper front page article, a role play or a letter to the editor. Discuss with students the suitability of their chosen mode of presentation. 

This assessment activity takes place over three weeks of in- and out-of-class time. 

This is an individual open-book activity. 

Although their reference list is not assessed, students need to acknowledge all sources by providing an accurate bibliography or list of references. Guide students on the bibliographic conventions for books, websites, magazines, artworks and other sources used.

Resource requirements

Provide students with a range of resources so that they are able to select evidence from both primary and secondary sources. The following resources may be useful for students:

Student instructions

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to demonstrate understanding of the social relationship between Zeus and the Olympians in Ancient Greece. You will be assessed on how perceptively you demonstrate understanding of the social relationships in the classical world.
Support your response to the activity with evidence from primary and secondary sources. Your teacher will provide you with access to resource material.

You can choose how you will present your response. For example, you could use a PowerPoint presentation, a brochure, a newspaper front page, a letter to the editor, or other suitable format.

This is an individual, open-book assessment activity. 

You have three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time to complete it. 

Task 

Select your sources

Select evidence from primary and secondary sources about the relationship between Zeus and the Olympians. Ensure that your evidence is relevant and specific to this assessment activity. 

Primary sources include evidence surviving from the classical world, including written material in translation and artefacts of all kinds. 

Secondary sources include evidence drawn from later commentaries, such as: books, websites, encyclopaedias and later works of art and architecture.

Focus your selection of evidence on material that will help you explain and show insight into: 

· the nature of the relationship
· rights and responsibilities within the relationship
· consequences or effects of the relationship. 
Present your findings

Use your examination of relevant source material to develop an informed explanation of this relationship that shows insight. 
Choose an appropriate mode of presentation for your response. Your source evidence may suit some modes more than others. 

Discuss your selection with your teacher.

Present your response using the mode your teacher has approved. You could explain:

· reasons for similarities and differences
· themes and patterns
· origins and outcomes
· cultural expectations and codes of behaviour
· limitations of sources of evidence.
Include a reference list

Identify all of the sources you have used. 

Submit an accurate reference list that includes all of the primary and secondary sources you have used in this assessment activity. This will not be assessed, but may be used to verify details of your presentation.

	The student has demonstrated understanding of the social relationship between Zeus and the Olympians. This means that the student has provided an explanation of social relationships in the classical world. 
Example

Zeus was married to Hera, his sister, and this was typical of the state of Greeks themselves, who were supposedly monogamous in nature, marrying just one wife.

However, Zeus first approached Hera by disguising himself as a poor, bedraggled cuckoo. When, in innocence and pity, Hera picked up the poor cuckoo, Zeus transformed himself back to human form and raped her.

Hera bore Zeus Hebe and Ares, and she also presented the goddess Eileithuia to her mate.

Thus Zeus’ relationship with the Olympian Hera was based on having power over her. This was typical of his relationship with Olympians.
	The student has demonstrated in-depth understanding of the social relationship between Zeus and the Olympians. This means that the student has provided an informed explanation of social relationships in the classical world. The student explained aspects/factors which relate to the social relationship and supported the explanation with primary source evidence that relates specifically to the context. 
Example:

Zeus was the king of the gods and guardian of the laws of man, but he behaved as if the laws didn’t apply to him. He attacked and raped a number of minor deities or mortal women. In Hesiod’s Theogony we are told of Zeus’s violent actions. 

Zeus used his position as King of the Gods to seek other mates. Hera was subject to Zeus as he was both King and her husband. She could not therefore stop him. However, Zeus’ love affairs made Hera feel bitter, and she became vindictive. She may not have been able to stop his affairs, but she was able to seek revenge upon his offspring. 
Hercules is an example of a son begot to Zeus to a lover other than his wife Hera. Hercules’ mother was Alcmene. Zeus had entered her bridal chamber in the guise of her husband Amphitryon. Alcmene had then given birth to twins: one son of Zeus, the other of Amphitryon.  In a modern TV series, Hercules: the legendary journeys, Hercules is tormented by Hera for no other reason than that he is the son of Zeus.
	The student demonstrated perceptive understanding of the social relationship between Zeus and the Olympians. This means that the student has provided an explanation that shows insight of social relationships in the classical world and includes an understanding of a wider cultural context. Evidence of insight might typically include: reasons for similarities and differences; explaining origins and outcomes; explaining themes and patterns; explaining cultural expectations and codes of behaviour; explaining limitations of sources of evidence. The student explained aspects/factors which relate to the social relationship and has supported the explanation with primary source evidence that relates specifically to the context.
Example:

Although there are many stories about Zeus’s promiscuity, some of these stories may have been exaggerated or even made up. For example, Findlay explains that the affairs of Zeus with minor deities, local nymphs, or mortal women might have been invented to show divine ancestry. 

One example of this is Alexander the Great. Alexander was said to have divine ancestry. Olympias told Alexander that he was the son of Zeus, and described Alexander’s conception as being like “a thunderbolt”, and “a serpent was seen stretched out at her side” (Plutarch) – both signs of Zeus. 

This story fuelled rumours of Alexander’s ancestry. But at the same time, the story emphasises the promiscuous nature of Zeus. 


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
