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Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Geography 91013. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

In this activity students will select a pandemic to research. They will present their research as a web page.

The activity requires students to describe a global pattern of the topic selected, describe factors and/or processes that caused or contributed to this pattern, and describe the significance of the topic to people’s lives.

Provide students with a list of suitable pandemics and initial guidance in setting up a web page.

Conditions

This assessment activity takes place over a period of three weeks of in- and out-of-class time. For example, in the first two weeks, students might research their topic and plan their web page using in- and out-of-class time. Students will prepare their web page during the third week.
Resource requirements

Teacher provided resources on pandemics should be of sufficient quality to enable candidates to achieve at Excellence level; however, students should be encouraged to provide additional resource material.
Provide students with access to the Internet, atlases, world map outlines, newspaper and online articles, and web-page creation software such as iWeb or Dreamweaver. 

Use reputable websites such as those of the World Health Organization (http://www.who.int) and NZ History (http://nzhistory.net.nz).

Student instructions

A pandemic is a global geographic event that affects regions and nations across different continents and hemispheres.

This assessment activity requires you to individually research and describe:

· a global pattern associated with your chosen pandemic
· the factors and/or processes that have caused or contributed to the global pattern

· how the pandemic is significant to people’s lives in different parts of the world.

You will present this as a web page, using software such as iWeb or Dreamweaver.

You have three weeks to complete this activity. In weeks one and two, research the pandemic and plan your web page during class time. You can spend time on this at home as well. Use the third week to prepare your web page.

You will be assessed on how well you are able to describe the global pattern of the pandemic, the factors and/or processes that caused or contributed to the pattern, and the significance of the pandemic to people’s lives in different parts of the world. You will not be assessed on the quality of your web page.
Task 

Select and research a pandemic

Select a pandemic to research. Suggestions include:

· H1N1 (swine flu)

· bubonic plague (the Black Death or the Great Plague)

· the influenza epidemic of 1918

· Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS).

Find out about the global geographic pattern of the spread of the pandemic, the causes of the pattern, and the impact the pandemic had on people’s lives in different parts of the world.

Gather material such as maps, images, diagrams, and other relevant information.
Throughout your answers to the patterns, causes, and significance to people’s lives, you must refer to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres and use geographic terminology and concepts.
Describe the patterns and causes

Fully describe the global pattern of the spread of the pandemic. Use appropriate geographic terminology to identify and describe the spatial pattern. Use maps or diagrams to support your answer.
Fully describe the factors and/or processes that have caused or contributed to the global pattern. In your descriptions refer to different parts of the world, such as regions, nations, continents, and hemispheres.

Describe how the pandemic is significant

Fully describe how the pandemic is or was significant to people’s lives in different parts of the world. 
Consider:

· positive and negative impacts

· long- and short-term effects

· other significant impacts on people’s lives, including both individuals and groups.
Support your answer with global evidence.

Example [partial extract]: H1N1

Pattern

“The spatial pattern of the spread of H1N1 is clustered. Most H1N1 cases are clustered around Central America, where the virus was first found, and the USA. Since then, H1N1 has spread to other countries in the developed world. At present it is less evident in countries on the continent of Asia.

“Developed countries such as NZ are more likely than developing countries to have cases of H1N1 because people in developed countries travel more. Many also live in cities, where the population is concentrated, so the virus spreads quickly from person to person. There are fewer cases of H1N1 in less-developed countries such as Tanzania because people mostly live in rural areas and do not travel very far.”
Impact(s)

“Travel and tourism industries across the globe were negatively affected by the spread of H1N1. Many travellers cancelled their trips. Hotels in Mexico closed down. Some schools had to close down because of the spread of H1N1. But in some countries, tourism benefited from the pandemic. Domestic tourism increased in New Zealand. Businesses around the world saved money on travel. Some drug manufacturers also benefited as a result of demand for drugs to help fight H1N1.”
	The student describes, in-depth, aspects of a geographic topic at a global scale.

The student:

· describes, in detail, the global spatial pattern of the spread of the pandemic, and the factors and/or processes responsible for this pattern 
· describes, in detail, the impacts of the pandemic on people’s lives; this can include long/short-term and/or positive/negative effects and relate to individuals and/or groups, in different parts of the world
· makes reference to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres in each of the aspects
· supports their findings with specific information, case studies, facts, names, and so on.
Example [partial extract]: H1N1

Pattern

“The global spread of H1N1 reached a number of different places around the world. The virus began in Mexico and then affected parts of North America; that is, the USA and Canada. Other regions of the world that were significantly affected by H1N1 were wealthier countries and regions, such as the UK, Central Europe, and parts of South-East Asia (for example, parts of China). Poorer countries were less affected by H1N1, for example, parts of Africa and Central Asia.

“Developed countries such as the United States, New Zealand, and Australia are more likely than developing countries to have H1N1 as people in developed countries tend to travel more often.

“In New Zealand 80% of people live in cities, so H1N1 could spread very quickly from person to person. There are fewer cases of H1N1 in developing countries because most people in these countries live in rural areas. For example, in the developing African country Tanzania, nearly 80% of people live in the country. They also do not travel very far. There is widespread poverty in Tanzania and other countries in Africa, so very few people have enough money or resources for travel.”
Impact(s)

“Travel and tourism industries across the globe were negatively affected by the spread of H1N1. Hotels in Mexico closed down. Many travellers cancelled their trips and flights, which led to a loss of millions of jobs in the worldwide tourism industry. But in some countries, tourism benefited from the pandemic. Domestic tourism increased in New Zealand.

“Businesses around the world saved money on travel as they wanted to avoid spreading H1N1 by going overseas. This may have led to a decrease in some consumer costs. Some drug manufacturers such as Roche, based in Switzerland, also benefited as a result of demand for medicines to help fight H1N1. About 380 people from a wide range of countries, including Mexico and China, died as a result of H1N1. Students at Rangitoto College in New Zealand were forced to stay home from school because they had been exposed to H1N1 after a school trip to Mexico. Students at Westlake High School were not able to attend the school ball.”
	The student comprehensively describes aspects of a geographic topic at a global scale.

The student:

· incorporates geographic terminology and concepts and shows insight, possibly by linking causes with effects
· fully describes the global spatial pattern of the spread of the pandemic and the factors and/or processes responsible for the pattern
· fully describes the impacts of the pandemic on people’s lives; this can include long/short-term and/or positive/negative effects and relate to individuals and/or groups, in different parts of the world
· makes reference to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres in each of the aspects
· supports their responses with detailed evidence demonstrating an understanding of all facets of the standard. 
Example [partial extract]: H1N1

Pattern

“The global spread of the H1N1 pandemic has affected a range of continents and countries around the world. The H1N1 pandemic originated in North America; specifically, Mexico. The virus then spread to more economically developed countries that had tourist links with Mexico, for example, countries such as the USA, Canada, the UK, Australia, and New Zealand. The H1N1 pandemic did not spread very quickly to less economically developed regions such as Africa (for example, Chad and Sudan) and Central Asia (for example, Mongolia and Kazakhstan) as these countries are not very accessible to Mexico. Countries that have easy accessibility to Mexico via airports were most susceptible to having H1N1 spread to them. There are direct flights on Aeromexico between Mexico City and Paris, which was affected by H1N1. 

“H1N1 can spread very quickly on planes and at airports. In airports such as Atlanta, about 
90 million people pass through every year. This allows viruses to spread very quickly. 

“Another factor that caused the spread of H1N1 is public transportation. In cities many people use public transportation such as buses and trains. For example, in New York City, 1.9 million people use public transportation daily to get to and from work. Services such as the subway are very crowded during peak travel hours. This promoted the spread of H1N1.”
Impact(s)

“Travel and tourism industries across the globe were negatively affected by the spread of H1N1. Many travellers cancelled trips. Hotels in Mexico closed down. For example, two of the eleven Sol Melia hotels in Mexico had to close down, and occupancy rates in other Mexican hotels were as low as 5% due to cancelled travel plans. However, businesses around the world also saved money on travel as they wanted to avoid spreading H1N1 by going overseas. This may have led to a decrease in some consumer costs.

“Tourist operators in New Zealand saw an increase in domestic tourism. People wanted to stay in their home country rather than risk their health by travelling on long-distance flights. But businesses lost money when people were absent from work due to sickness. Business owners were worried about how they would cope with large numbers of people being away from work. Some drug manufacturers such as Roche, based in Switzerland, also benefited as a result of demand for medicines to help fight H1N1.”


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
