Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard History 91004. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to write diary entries for Patrick Pearse and Herbert Asquith that span the period of time leading up to the Easter Rising, the rising itself, and the period immediately following the rising. 

Students should write the diary entries of both men in a way that allows comparison of their different perspectives. 

Conditions
Preparation for this activity will take place over 2–3 weeks of in- and out-of-class time. 

Students will work individually. 

To assist with authenticity the task instructions require that students write their final diary entries in class time. Teachers may choose to alter that requirement.

It is expected that before undertaking this activity, students will have completed a 6–8 week study that includes coverage of the Easter Rising. Alternatively, you will need to allow time for them to conduct independent research of the context. 

Ensure that students are familiar with the nature of personal diary entries. However, the format, style and quality of the presentation of evidence are not assessed.
Resource requirements
Ensure students have access to resources about the people and the crisis in general. You can provide some or all of the resources by, for example:

· having the librarian put aside relevant books, articles, and DVDs for class use

· ordering relevant books and articles from the National Library

· identifying suitable websites where information is available.

Additional information
You may choose to adapt this assessment activity to require a different context and/or presentation format, such as a role play, a series of reports and memos from both countries, a series of public speeches made by the two leaders or a trial before the bar of History.

Adapt the context of the assessment task to suit your programme. Examples include:  another aspect of Irish history, e.g. the Irish civil war or the Anglo-Irish War, or another context altogether. 

You could also change the personalities whose diary entries are required, e.g. Eoin MacNeill, Edward Carson, Roger Casement, James Connelly, Brigadier-General Lowe, or Countess Markiewicz. Ensure that personalities selected will reflect different perspectives towards the selected context. 

Adapt the assessment schedule to fit any changes you make to the activity.

You could link this assessment task to assessment of AS91001 Carry out an investigation of an historical event, or place, of significance to New Zealanders, if the selected area of research is appropriate. You may need to adapt the focus question(s).

Student instructions 

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to write diary entries for Patrick Pearse and Herbert Asquith that span the period of the Easter Rising and allow comparison of their different perspectives. 

This is an individual activity. 

You will have in- and out-of-class time to research the period of the rising. You will write your diary entries in class, at a time your teacher specifies.

Teacher note: Provide students with a specific due date and/or time frame.

You will be assessed on how well you understand the different perspectives of people in the historical event, and its significance for New Zealand. 

You will not be assessed on the quality or mode of your presentation.

Task

Write at least four diary entries for both Patrick Pearse and Herbert Asquith (a minimum of eight entries altogether) that cover the days leading up to the Easter Rising, the rising itself, and the period immediately following the rising. 

Present this evidence in a way that allows the thoughts of the two men to be compared together on the same day. 

The entries for each man need to include: 

· his perspectives on what he is writing about

· reasons for his perspectives 

· actions taken as a result of those perspectives.

Support the perspectives stated with relevant and accurate historical evidence. 

You will be assessed on the quality of your ideas, not the length of your writing. However, you might write about 400 words for each man’s diary.

For example:

Pearse 

Apr 23, 1916. I knew we couldn’t rely on MacNeill. One small excuse and he puts off the rising. Well I have news for him. We are going to rise tomorrow anyway, with or without him. Does he not understand what we are trying to do here? Does he really think that we can win anyway? What we need to do to overcome centuries of British oppression is something that will bring us all together. We will get nowhere as long as we are split into different groups with different aims… 
	The student demonstrates in-depth understanding of different perspectives of people in the Easter Rising, a historical event of significance to New Zealanders.

The student writes historically accurate, convincing accounts concerning the Easter Rising, from the perspectives of both Pearse and Asquith. 
The student supports their work with relevant supporting evidence.

For example:

Pearse 

Apr 23, 1916. I knew we couldn’t rely on MacNeill. Well the Aud wasn’t everything. Casement will have done his best to arm us, but at the end of the day even if the Germans’ guns had got through the blockade would we really have driven the British out of Ireland? I think not. Nor will we until we have a blood sacrifice that will draw to our cause all the splinters of opposition to Britain. It’s no good having Connolly leading one group to gain a new socialist Ireland when the rest of us have got different aims in mind. The Citizen Army only splits us, causes division in the leadership, confuses the issue…
	The student demonstrates comprehensive understanding of different perspectives of people in the Easter Rising, a historical event of significance to New Zealanders.

The student writes historically accurate, convincing accounts concerning the Easter Rising from the perspectives of both Pearse and Asquith.

In the accounts, the student includes reasons for, and actions relating to the perspectives. 

The accounts show insight and perceptive understanding. 

The student supports their work with relevant supporting evidence.

For example:

Pearse 

Apr 23, 1916. I knew we couldn’t rely on MacNeill. What do you expect from someone who’s not even an IRB man? We are NEVER going to get any sort of mass uprising, no conscription for our cause. He’s dreaming. True Irishmen will rise if they are inspired. Look at Wolf Tone. Well I’ll get some inspiration, and I’ll also ensure that the split leadership of those who oppose the Home Rule Bill is ended once and for all. If someone is needed to begin this, even though we must surely perish, then I am the one. What Irishman will be able to ignore British bullets causing Irish blood to run in the gutters? So here it is: I’ve put the word out, and MacNeill doesn’t know. Tomorrow 1200 of Ireland’s bravest are going to take over the Post Office, the Four Courts, the biscuit factory, Boland's Mill, the hospital complex at South Dublin Union and the distillery. I know we are all willing to die for what we believe in, and die we will. THEN all Irishmen will understand our sacrifice. Then Ireland will know what to do if it wants to get rid of oppression…
