Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard History 91002. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to complete a presentation that demonstrates their understanding of the history of the Israel–Palestine conflict and how it has had an impact on global security, as well as how it has been significant to New Zealanders. 

Students will need to research a variety of sources and determine how conflict in Israel–Palestine from 1967 onwards has caused problems for the Middle East and the rest of the world, and the impact this conflict had on global security (including New Zealand) in the period 1990–2007.

They will need to include supporting evidence from their sources to back up their findings, and express this in their own words.

The presentation can be in the form of a wall chart or timeline, a video news or YouTube item, radio broadcast or podcast, a PowerPoint presentation, a speech, or an appropriate alternative format you negotiate with your students.  The format and style of presentation is not considered as part of the assessment judgement for this Achievement Standard.
Conditions

Students should undertake this activity after completing a 6–8 week study of Terrorists or Freedom Fighters in one or more global contexts (e.g. Israel–Palestine, Ireland, Australia, India). 

This particular activity focuses on the impact of the Israeli occupation of, and settlement building in the West Bank since the 1967 war. Events such as the first and second Intifadas and subsequent building of the “security barrier” will provide good background. 

To achieve at Excellence level, students need to show links between the event, the people concerned, and its significance to New Zealanders. This could include for example, comparison with the Tuhoe “terror raids” and/or the impact of “anti-terror” responses, such as: New Zealand troops in Afghanistan; enhanced travel security requirements. 

Resource requirements

Students will need access to computers, materials for making their presentations, and source material for their research. You can provide some or all of the sources by, for example:

· allowing the use of the History department’s resources

· having the librarian put aside relevant books, articles, and DVDs for class use

· ordering relevant materials from the National Library

· identifying suitable websites where information is available.

Additional information

A focus question has been provided for this activity. Adapt it to meet the requirements of your particular focus.

This assessment task may be linked to assessment of AS91001 Carry out an investigation of an historical event, or place, of significance to New Zealanders, if the area of research is appropriate. You may need to adapt the focus question(s).

Student instructions 

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to create a presentation about how the Israel–Palestine conflict has had an impact on global security, and how it was and/or is significant to New Zealanders. 

Teacher note: Select a suitable mode of presentation, or offer students a range of options to choose from. Examples include: a wall chart or timeline, a video news or YouTube item, a radio broadcast or podcast, a PowerPoint presentation, a speech.
This is an individual task. 

You will have 5–6 periods of classroom/library time to complete your work. 

Teacher note: Provide students with a specific due date and/or time frame.

You will be assessed on how well you understand the event and its significance for New Zealanders. You will not be assessed on the quality or mode of your presentation.

Task

Use your research materials and work done previously in class to complete this work.

Create a presentation

Create a presentation that demonstrates your understanding of:

· the history of the Israel–Palestine conflict and how it has had an impact on global security

· how the situation in Israel–Palestine and the global security situation is significant for New Zealanders.

· In your presentation, consider:

· the impact on Palestinians of actions taken by Israeli settlers and/or the State of Israel in the West Bank since 1967 (this might look mostly at the Palestinian perspective)

· the impact on Israelis of actions taken by some Palestinians in the West Bank and/or Israel since 1967 (this might look mostly at the Israeli perspective)

· responses of western and/or Middle Eastern leaders to these actions

· responses of “terrorist organisations” to these actions (e.g. Hamas, Al Qaeda)

· responses of western leaders to the actions of “terrorist organisations”

· the significance for New Zealanders, in the past and/or now, of the actions of “terrorist organisations” and/or the responses of western leaders, such as:

· the sending of New Zealand troops to Afghanistan

· the increased travel security requirements 

· comparison with the police raids on Tuhoe in 2007.

For example: 

How it affected people
The conflict in Israel–Palestine has resulted in a large number of casualties. Many Palestinians lost their homes and thousands have been arrested or killed by Israeli forces. On the other hand, Palestinians have carried out suicide bombings and raids against Israelis in both the West Bank and Israel itself. 

For example, during the first Intifada, from 1987 to 1993, the Israeli army killed more than 1,000 Palestinians and 120,000 were arrested, while 16 Israeli civilians and 11 soldiers were killed by Palestinians in the occupied territories and more than 1,400 Israeli civilians and 1,700 Israeli soldiers injured…
	The student demonstrates in-depth understanding of an historical event of significance to New Zealanders.

The student thoroughly describes, in their own words, the historical event and how it affected people.

The student supports their descriptions with important evidence.

For example: 

How it affected people
Foreign leaders have been divided over their response to the situation. Syrian Foreign Minister Farouk al-Sharaa expressed support for the Palestinians’ actions, saying that Syria stands fully behind “the Palestinian people and their cause.” On the other hand, America under Bush’s presidency has stood firmly behind Israel, condemning the actions of Palestinians. In the 2002 Rose Garden speech he said “It is untenable for Israeli citizens to live in terror. A Palestinian state will never be created by terror -- it will be built through reform.” 

Then, there are the extremists. Osama bin Laden's top lieutenant, Ayman al-Zawahiri, called on all Muslims to join the fight against Israel and "rise up seeking martyrdom and attack the crusaders and Zionists." 

Terrorist threats have seen increased security measures implemented around the world at major international events. For example the killing of 11 Israeli athletes by Palestinian gunmen from the Black September terrorist group at the 1972 Munich Olympics has prompted heightened security measures at future Olympics…

The description shows depth and breadth of understanding, making links between the event and how it is of significance to New Zealanders

The student supports their descriptions with extensive important evidence.

For example: 

How it affected people
Foreign leaders have been divided over their response to the situation. Syrian Foreign Minister Farouk al-Sharaa expressed support for the Palestinians’ actions, saying that Syria stands fully behind "the Palestinian people and their cause." Syria continues to call for a final settlement to the Israeli–Palestinian conflict based on UN Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338, and the land-for-peace plan adopted at the 1991 Madrid conference. On the other hand, America under Bush’s presidency has stood firmly behind Israel, condemning the actions of Palestinians. In the 2002 Rose Garden speech he said "It is untenable for Israeli citizens to live in terror. A Palestinian state will never be created by terror -- it will be built through reform…The United States will not support the establishment of a Palestinian state until its leaders engage in a sustained fight against the terrorists and dismantle their infrastructure.” 

The response of terrorist organisations like Hamas and Al Qaeda has been to call on all Muslims to seek martyrdom in the fight against Israel using rocket attacks and suicide bombings on both civilian and military targets. Osama bin Laden after the 2001 September 11 attacks on New York claimed “Allah knows that it had never occurred to us to strike the towers. But after it became unbearable and we witnessed the oppression and tyranny of the American/Israeli coalition against our people in Palestine and Lebanon, it came to my mind.” 
Since 9/11 Western leaders have sought to work in a coalition against terrorist groups throughout the world. President Bush maintains “nations are either with us or against us in the war on terror”

The terrorist threat has seen increased security measures implemented around the world at major international events and transport hubs. For example the killing of 11 Israeli athletes by Palestinian gunmen from the Black September terrorist group at the 1972 Munich Olympics prompted heightened security measures at future Olympics... 

How it is of significance to New Zealanders

The conflict in Israel-Palestine and worldwide responses to it has been of significance to New Zealanders. 

EITHER (only ONE example needed)

In the wake of the 9/11 attacks actions have been taken to protect New Zealanders from Terrorism. In 2002 the government approved a range of counterterrorist measures such as the Terrorism Suppression Act and a new Strategic Intelligence Unit (SIU) and Special Tactics Group (STG) within the Police to manage emergency situations that arise. There have also been increasingly sophisticated border security checks implemented at our airports. In the rush to protect New Zealand from terrorist threats some critics argue that our democratic processes and fundamental rights and freedoms have been eroded... 

OR

In support of ‘the war against terror’ since 2001 New Zealand has committed troops to Afghanistan through the Provincial Reconstruction Team (PRT) in Bamiyan Province, including military staff and liaison officers to ISAF (International Security Assistance Force) and UNAMA (United Nations Assistance Mission in Afghanistan). Prime Minister John Key says on the National Party website: “We made those commitments because we have not forgotten that the genesis of this conflict lies in the actions of terrorists who pay no heed to the norms and values of decent, civilized societies. We have not forgotten that we all have a stake in finding solutions to the threat of international terrorism… 

OR

Following the desecration of two Jewish cemeteries in Wellington and six mosques in central, south and west Auckland in 2005, the New Zealand Parliament unanimously passed a multi-party resolution deploring the acts, and expressing condemnation of all forms of racial and ethnic hatred. A community leader’s forum was hosted by the Speaker at Parliament two weeks later. It adopted the New Zealand Diversity Action Programme (NZDAP) to strengthen cultural diversity. This shows that the majority of New Zealanders wish to see resolution of the Israeli-Palestine conflict and are prepared to act to prevent violent attacks against the 6000 Jews or 40,000 Muslims within New Zealand…
